SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER 
 

A Social Security Number (SSN) is a unique, 9-digit taxpayer identification number issued by the U.S. Social Security 

Administration. SSN is used for income reporting and record keeping purposes only. As an international student, you are 

eligible to apply for an SSN, only if you are a registered full time student with a job offer and are authorized to accept on-

campus employment. It is recommended not to share SSN with others with few exceptions like applying for bank accounts, 

credit cards, employment etc. It is completely confidential. Donôt carry the original copy of your SSN unless it is extremely 

essential. 

 

The SSN Application Procedure: 

 

1. You are eligible to apply for SSN after 30 days of your entry into the United States 

2. If you are currently enrolled as an F-1 student, you must register for classes on a full-time basis 

3. You must then obtain a letter from ISSS verifying your full-time status and your eligibility to accept on-campus 

employment. Also obtain a letter from your employer approving your employment. 

4. Once you have the letter from the ISSS and your employer, you are ready to submit an application for a Social 

Security Number.  

5. Carry the following documents with you when you apply for an SSN. 

¶ Passport 

¶ I-94 card marked ñF-1 D/Sò 

¶ Your Drexel I-20 

¶ A letter from your employer 

¶ A letter from ISSS certifying you as a registered student of Drexel University 

¶ Completed SSN application form 

6. Submit the above documents at the Social security office at 3901 Market Street, The Market, 2
nd

 Floor. 

7. You will receive your Social Security Card within 3-4 weeks. Please keep it very securely as it is one of the most 

important documents.

PENNSYLVANIA PHOTO IDENTIFICATION CARD (STATE ID) 

The passport is the only official document from India that carries your date of birth and so states your age and which will be 

accepted in America. In order to do away with the hassle of carrying a passport all the time, you can get a Penn ID which 

serves as a proof of your age and also your identity. The process of getting a Penn ID is fairly simple.  

1. Go to Penn DOT at ARA Towers, 1108, Market Street. 

2. Please carry your SSN Card, Passport, and I-94 and two forms of residence proof. In addition you would need a 

letter from the International Student Advisor. This can be obtained from the ISSS office at the Creese Student 

Center. 

3. The process costs $10.00 which can be paid by check or money order.

DREXEL SHUTTLE SERVICES 

Students can ride the following shuttle services with a valid Drexel DragonCard. The shuttle service is provided in the 

evening as a means of enhanced safety. Visit the following link for the Schedules of Gold, Blue and Dragon route shuttle 

services. Refer to http://www.drexel.edu/facilities/shuttle_frame.htm for more details. 

Evening transportation is provided seven days a week along the Blue Route from 4:15 p.m. to 11:15 p.m., and Monday to 

Friday on the Gold Route from 6:15 p.m. to 1:15 a.m. Stops along the Blue Route and Gold Route include Hagerty Library, 

General Services and Parking, residence halls, Creese Student Center, Drexel Athletic Field, other academic buildings, some 

popular student housing areas, fraternity houses, local eateries, shopping centers, and the 30th Street Station.  

Dragon Route  

The Dragon Route is an express service Monday through Friday, from 33rd and Market Streets (Nesbitt Hall) to 15th and 

Race Streets (Center City Campus), beginning at 5:45 a.m. and ending at 11:45 p.m. 

Queen Lane Shuttle 

The Queen Lane Shuttle runs in a continuous loop between the Queen Lane Campus and Hahnemann University Hospital, 

and has three stops: Queen Lane, the Main Circle driveway at MCP Hospital, and Martinelli Park located near Broad and 

Vine Streets. Queen Lane Shuttles are slightly different from Drexel Shuttles, as they will have the Hahnemann Logo on the 

side instead of the Drexel Dragon. Drexel shuttles that travel in University City will NOT use this route. 

Penn Bus East/West  

Drexel students are allowed to ride the PennBus East and West routes with a valid Drexel ID (note - these are not escort 

buses, but fixed bus routes). PennBus West buses run in the evenings from 4:46PM to 12:00AM, Monday through Friday, 

serving West Philadelphia (along Baltimore Ave., Springfield Ave., 48th St., and Spruce St.). PennBus East buses run in the 

evenings between 5:00PM and 12:00AM, Monday through Friday, serving Center City (along Chestnut St., 23rd St., South 

St., 20th St. and Walnut St.). Persons may also wait at any corner or the 20th and Locust Streets WAWA Store Pickup Point, 

or the Left Bank entrances on Chestnut or Walnut Streets for a return to campus. 

 

Special markings permit easy shuttle identification from a distance. Students, staff, and faculty are allowed unlimited usage at 

no charge. Upon boarding a shuttle bus, all students, staff and faculty are required to present a valid Drexel University ID to 

the driver.
